Set Up:
Spaces measure 20` x 20` with enough room to park one (1) vehicle in the back of the stand. If you have a larger vehicle, you will need to pay for two (2) spaces.  Spaces do not include tables, chairs or electricity. SET UP TIME IS 4:00 a.m. 6:30 a.m.  Do not plan to set up before that time.  For safety reasons, all vehicles must be in their space by 6:30 a.m.  
We have volunteers and staff to assist you with finding your assigned space and parking. Please bring your confirmation paper with you that morning. If you show the confirmation saved on your phone that works too. Numbered flags will be in the middle of each space.  Please make sure the flags remain visible and in place; the flags will be collected for future use. When a space has been assigned and occupied, no changes or moves will be permitted that day. If you wish to change your spot for the next flea market, you may check in at the pavilion at the end of the day to see what spaces would be open for that event. 
Reservations:
On the morning of the flea market, we will visit your stand to give you an opportunity to reserve a space and collect the fee for the next flea market on Labor Day.
Clean Up:
Please clean up your area.  The trash that you generate at the Flea Market that day should be placed in the dumpster in the Nissley Rd. parking lot next to the Porta Potties.
